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The Twenty-Seventh Sunday of Ordinary Time C  
The Month of the Holy Rosary 

October is the Month of  
the Most Holy Rosary of  
the Blessed Virgin Mary. 

 

According to tradition  
Our Mother Mary appeared to  
Dominic Guzman, the founder of 
the Order of Preachers 
(Dominicans) while he was on a 
’Crusade’ to win souls back from 
the Albigensian heresy in the 
South France in  1208. Each bead 
could be seen as a ‘tear drop’ 
from Mary, as a Mother,  

to win back her straying and err-
ing children for the Lord Jessus 
Christ, her Son. 
The ‘Hail Marys’ , originally 
know a s the ‘Angelic Salutation’ , 
or the Greeting of the Angel Ga-
briel to Mary at the Annuncia-
tion, came to replace the 150 
Psalm Songs of King David that 
Priest, Monks and Nuns said in 
the daily round of prayers in 
Churches, Cathedrals, Monaster-
ies and Convents. 
 

Part one: 
The Angelic Salutation is from 
Luke’s Gospel, chapter 1. 
The Rosary is a ’Biblical Prayer’, 
rooted in Sacred Scripture from 
the ‘Annunciation to Mary’.  
 

Part two:  
The Greeting of Elizabeth  to 
Mary at Ein Karim during the 
Visitation of Mary to her cousin 
Elizabeth. 
 

The last part:  
‘Holy Mary, Mother of God, …’ 
Is made up by the Church asking 
Mother Mary for her powerful 
intercession in our prayer to God 
our Loving Father, ‘now, and at 
the hour of our death.’  

The Pardon Prayer of  
the Angel of Fatima 1916: 

 

My God, I believe,  
I adore, I hope  
and I love You,  

and I beg pardon of You for 
those who do not believe,  
do not adore, do not hope  

and do not love You. Amen.

The Most Holy Rosary of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, continued from page 3 : 
 

The ‘Hail Marys’ you pray,  
replace the 150 Psalms of the 
Bible, and you reflect upon each 
of the ‘Mysteries’ in the life of 
Jesus and Mary.  Pray yourself 
into the Mystery and event in 
the life, Ministry, Passion and 
death, Resurrection of Jesus. 
 

The ‘Sign of the Cross’,  
given to each Christian at  
Baptism,   
‘the Apostles Creed’,  
the ‘Our Father’ and  
the  ‘Glory be’   
make the Rosary a very full and 
catholic prayer.  
 

The beads help us to count 
and measure the space and time 
we use to pray the Rosary.  
Saying the prayers out loud,  
using our voice,  help us meas-
ure the space and time we give 
to Our Lord Jesus and Our lady 
Mary in prayer. 
 

Each ‘Decade’, or ‘Mystery’  
might take us about 3 minutes to 
pray out loud. It will be longer if 
we read the Bible passage before 
we start each Decade or Mystery. 
A Five Decade Rosary will take 
about 20 minutes to pray out 
loud while we think about and / 
or imagine the Mystery in our 
heads and enter into the Mystery 

with our hearts. Like Mother 
Mary, we ‘ponder them in 
our hearts’. 
 

The Rosary is  
‘Vocal’ Prayer,  
it is ‘Biblical’ prayer,  
it is ‘Mental Prayer’,  
it is ‘Contemplative Prayer’, 
it is practical prayer,  
it is easy prayer, and 
it is difficult prayer. 
 

A child can pray the Rosary,  
and so can  
the wise and learned, 
Scientists and politicians,  
Kings or Queens.  
The Rosary can be said  
anywhere and at any time,  
on one’s knees,  
sitting down,  
standing in  queue,  
walking along the street.
